GitLab has identified and patched a critical vulnerability (CVE-2024-45409) in its Community 
Edition (CE) and Enterprise Edition (EE) products. The critical flaw would allow the attacker to log 
in as arbitrary user within the vulnerable system. Organizations using affected versions are urged to 
apply the latest updates immediately to mitigate these vulnerabilities. 
 
 

• CVE ID: CVE-2024-45409-10.0 CRITICAL 
• SAML authentication bypass-An unauthenticated attacker with access to any signed saml 

document (by the IdP) can thus forge a SAML Response/Assertion with arbitrary contents. 
This would allow the attacker to log in as arbitrary user within the vulnerable system.
